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      Spiritual Exercise II 
 
 

 Last month we took to heart the reminder of how important prayer is in our daily lives, but also 
how elusive prayer time can become if you don’t pre-plan to set it aside.  Well, for this month’s 
spiritual exercise, we go back over territory we’ve covered before.  But we must.  This is too essential 
a spiritual exercise not to remind ourselves again and again to keep it up.  For this is another activity 
that is easy to let slide, due to our sluggish sinful nature and the hectic pace of our world. 
 
 So often I will hear someone who hasn’t attended church for a while say something to this 
effect.  “I haven’t heard God’s Word lately but I have been praying every day.”  That is a dangerous 
statement, a very hazardous kind of spiritual imbalance to fall into.  It would be like someone saying, 
“I haven’t eaten a meal in three days, but I have been running five miles a day.  Don’t worry, I’m 
healthy.”  Foolish, right?  If you’re not getting any fuel coming in, exercise will only burn you out.   
 
In many ways, prayer is our spiritual output, while Word and Sacrament is our spiritual input.  We 
need the fuel of been chastened by God’s law, and then being built up by his comforting gospel.  We 
need the fuel of receiving Jesus’ cleansing body and blood in the sacrament.  Once we’re fueled up 
with that substance of God’s grace, we have much greater energy to pray.  And the Holy Spirit will 
guide the subject matter and the motivation of our prayers as we combine praying with the Word.  
Hearing Scripture at church, and reading the Bible at home is like our fuel in the spiritual gas tank.  
(And this is free!)  It’s like our roadmap that guides us to drive our prayers to blessed destinations.   
 
The neat thing is that public worship moves us to read the Bible at home, so we can get more filled up 
on grace.  And reading the Bible at home moves us go back and attend more public worship, so we 
can rejoice with the other Christian warriors around us, knowing that all the eternal promises we hear, 
we share together with them.  And plus, it’s no fun to sing alone at home, right?  I don’t know about 
you, but I don’t have a multi-rank pipe organ in my living room where I can belt out the Lord’s praises.  
But I do have a Bible at home, to build me up through the week until we can strengthen each other 
again on Saturday night or Sunday morning.  So, I’ll cut to the chase now.  Here’s my exhortation to 
you to better “fuel” your spirit between the weekends.  If you haven’t yet, pick up one of our “Read the 
Bible in a Year” guides on the table in the narthex.  Hey, it’s free for you to keep or to use as a 
stockingstuffer this Christmas (thinking ahead here.)  So if you’ve got one already, may you start 
using it.  If you are already, way to go.  Either way, may the good Holy Spirit move you.

WELS graduates heading off to their new assignments  

 
Following graduation and call services at Martin Lu ther College (MLC) and Wisconsin 
Lutheran Seminary (WLS), about 150 newly called wor kers are headed to their assignments. 
 
All 41 graduates from the 2007 class at WLS receive d pastoral assignments, meaning that only 
five calls went unfilled either because there were not enough candidates or there were no 
candidates with the desired skill set. Six other gr aduates from previous classes were also 
assigned. 
 
“It’s always confidence-building to see the Spirit at work through the assignment process, 
matching the God-given abilities of the candidates with congregational needs,” said WELS 
President Karl Gurgel. 
 
Of the 41 new graduates, six are from the Pastoral Studies Institute, which trains students 
from culturally diverse and other non-traditional b ackgrounds. Among them are four brothers 
from a Hmong family who will now be serving Hmong m issions in California, Missouri, 
Wisconsin, and Thailand. 
 
Synod wide, 30 vacancies remain for pastorally trai ned workers—20 of them are pastoral 
vacancies. Both figures are historically low. 
 
All 40 vicar candidates at WLS were assigned, leavi ng just one request for a vicar unfilled.  
 
At MLC, 99 out of 112 teaching candidates available  for calls anywhere were assigned. 
President Gurgel said the likelihood of the other 1 3 being assigned at some point in the future 
is “pretty good.” Seventeen other graduates accepte d alternative teaching positions 
internationally. About 40 graduates deferred calls for graduate study or marriage plans, 
couldn’t be placed because they could serve only in  a specific region, or were ineligible for 
calls. 
 
Two of 11 candidates for staff-ministry positions a lso received calls. 
 
“Each year during the assignment process, I’m overw helmed with appreciation for all the 
gifted candidates God provides,” President Gurgel s aid. “It’s also encouraging to see the 
many God-given opportunities for them gratefully to  serve their Savior.”
