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Pastor's
Corner Art for the Lord’s Sake

As I've mentioned before, my father is a retired WELS pastor. He, along with my
mother, sister and brother-in-law, now run a full-time art studio in which they produce
church art — altars, stained glass windows, murals, mosaics, etc. — for Wisconsin
Synod churches.

Recently, they completed the altar and furnishings for the Chapel of the Christ, the
new sanctuary for Martin Luther College in New Ulm, MN, which is our synod’s
worker-training college for teachers and pastors. This last week, the latest issue of
MLC’s magazine In Focus came out, with a feature article on “Art in the New Chapel”.

| figured that, since this is my sister, Melanie, | could give you “an exclusive interview”
of our own. My sister sent me some comments she gave that weren't all included in
the magazine article. Below are her comments, intermingled with pictures of the altar
taken from Martin Luther College’s Facebook page. First, though, a few explanatory
comments from me, gathered from what the “artistic Popes” have told me.

The hanging cross over the altar is called the croce dipinta, Italian for “painted cross”.
It was traditional in churches in Italy in the late Middle Ages. This hanging cross is to
focus MLC students and worshippers on Christ’'s once-for-all sacrifice for our sins two
thousand years ago. The altar is a triptych, meaning a three-part altarpiece. All three
panels hold murals. The side panels are on hinges, and the murals can be changed,
slid in and out, so that the altar can display other Biblical scenes, if Martin Luther
College would ever commission more murals to be done. The second picture below is
the altar mosaic. A mosaic is formed from many individual tiles joined together. The
wood mosaic below is on the top center of the altar, and expresses the Biblical truth
of the Lamb of God who was slain for the sins of the world. Do you see how even the
bound legs of the lamb form the shape of the cross? That was by design.

Melanie: “My Dad mainly works on formulating the concept of the paintings using
passages and events in the Bible to inspire a visual image and convey a theological
message. We will go over the passages in the Bible that correspond to the image we
are working on to make sure we are portraying it accurately and to make sure we
aren’t missing a detail that would help add some insight. There is a lot of
brainstorming during this stage of the design process.”

“Once we have a rough idea of the concept and composition, | use friends, family and
church members for my live models. This involves dressing them up in costumes and
making them hold their positions while | take hundreds of pictures. Some (usually
more familiar family members complain of aching limbs) but most are honored to be
“immortalized” in a painting! Then | work out the design on the computer with the
pictures | took, usually email them to an appropriate committee and then start
painting from them.” . .. “To the best of my ability, | pour my creativity and talents
into paint and canvas in order to give glory to God and to display his message.”

ELEVATOR USAGE

News from the WELS
From the office of President Mark Schroeder

The last 12 months have been difficult and challenging for our synod. Facing a 20 percent reduction in the
synod's budget for mission and ministry, painful decisions were made to recall eight world missionaries, to
reduce support for existing mission congregations, and to reduce the size of faculties at synodical schools.
It's not surprising that the memory of those decisions is still fresh in our minds.

The natural question is: What do we do now? Where do we, as a synod, go from here? First, we will want to
thank God that our Congregation Mission Offerings in 2009 were 99 percent of what congregations had
committed. This is remarkable, given the state of the economy and the financial challenges faced by
congregations. In addition, nearly $1 million was received from congregations and synodical ministries as a
result of the one-month VEBA premium holiday in November.

As difficult as the last year has been, it's our joy as a synod to look ahead to the work that God is still calling
us to do. I'm happy to report that the areas of ministry are not content to sit still or to settle for the status quo.
God continues to place before us amazing opportunities to proclaim the gospel of Jesus Christ. For example,
the Board for Home Missions (BHM) has identified several dozen locations as places where WELS can and
should plant new mission congregations. (One example is featured in this month's WELS Connection.) The
BHM has also received requests from existing mission congregations to provide additional manpower to work
in fields that are ripe for the harvest. The Board for World Missions (BWM) has identified areas of the world in
which the opportunities for mission work are almost limitless. Requests from these places are reminiscent of
the words of the man from Macedonia in Paul's vision: "Come over to us and help us!" Some of these
opportunities are in countries already served by WELS missionaries, and some are in countries in which we
do not yet have a presence. The BWM is also developing new strategies to bring the gospel to places where
WELS missionaries are not allowed to go. Some of that work, particularly in countries like Nepal and
Pakistan, is being richly blessed already.

Our ministerial education schools are also not standing still. Wisconsin Lutheran Seminary will be playing an
important role in developing the new program for continuing education for pastors. The seminary is also
partnering with our mission leaders to find new ways for seminary students and graduates to develop skills
and gain experience in mission settings and in cross-cultural mission work. Martin Luther College (MLC)
continues to look for ways to improve its educational programs to serve the needs of the synod. MLC
remains focused on its single task of providing college-level training to young people who will serve the full-
time teaching and pastoral ministry. That single purpose will be highlighted in April as MLC dedicates its new
chapel.

The Congregation and Ministry Support Group (CMSG—formerly Parish Services) continues to make the
adjustment to its new structure. Spiritual health of congregations is vitally important if the synod is to carry
out its mission. That health can be maintained and improved only by the power of the gospel working through
the means of grace. The focus of the CMSG commissions, therefore, will be to work with the district
presidents and circuit pastors to provide training and counsel to congregational leaders as they carry out
their work in local congregations. It should also be noted that a committee appointed by the Conference of
Presidents is developing recommendations for a commission to replace the Parish Assistance program.

To provide a clear roadmap for our efforts in the next 8 years, the Synodical Council is developing a long-
range comprehensive plan. This plan will describe in broad terms where our synod will be, under God, by
2017. This plan will be presented in preliminary form to the districts this summer. Once the plan is adopted,
areas of ministry will develop the strategies to carry out the work.

Medical Volunteers needed for Haiti Releif
Volunteers are needed to help treat victims of the Haiti earthquake as part of an effort organized by
WELS Committee on Relief (COR).

The COR is seeking licensed medical professionals including doctors, nurses, and physical
therapists to staff a hospital in Jimani in Dominican Republic—a need identified by a WELS
assessment team that traveled to the town on the border with Haiti Feb. 4. There is also a need for
translators—volunteers bi-lingual in English and Spanish and/or English and French.

Currently the hospital is providing emergency, critical care, and physical therapy services for those
injured in the earthquake—services not widely available in Port-au- Prince where most hospitals
were destroyed. Eventually the hospital will be devoted to providing long-term rehabilitation services
as the need for critical care services gradually declines.

The COR currently has funding to bring in two groups of volunteers, one from March 9-17, the other
from March 15-23. The COR will consider qualified WELS and non-WELS members, although non-
WELS members will need to be invited and accompanied by a professionally qualified WELS
member on the trip. Volunteers will be provided travel costs, meals, and lodging. Mark Vance,
director of operations for the COR, says there is a potential for future trips if they're needed and
funds are available.

Vance, who was part of the WELS team to visit the hospital, says he anticipates there will be a need
for volunteers for months to come and that he walked away impressed by the volunteers from other
groups who were already on site. "What's going on is so magical," he says. "These volunteers are
totally focused on serving these victims—it impacts you as a Christian. How can you not want to
help them and share your Savior with them as well?"

The Bible-Book of Joel

This month’s part of the Bible focus is on the Book of Joel.

THE MINOR PROPHETS
We are now beginning the last division of Old Testament books, the division called the Minor
Prophets. The Minor Prophets prophesied over a period of about 400 years. Some of them
preached to the people of Israel (Northern Kingdom) and some to the people of Judah. They are
called the "Minor Prophets" primarily because their books are shorter than those of the Major
Prophets. We have only two small bits of information about the Prophet Joel: his name means "the
Lord is God," and he was the son of Pethuel (1:1). Anything else that we say about the man is
guesswork. We guess that he prophesied to the people of Judah because he mentions the house of
God, Mount Zion, and Jerusalem. Scholars have guessed anywhere from 800 B.C. to 400 B.C. as
the time when he did his prophesying. (An early date is generally favored by conservative scholars
for various reasons: the Jews placed his book next to Hosea and Amos, two early prophets; the
enemies of the Jews that he mentions are early enemies such as Egypt, the Philistines, Phoenicia,
and Edom.) His inspired message and not the man, is what is important.



THE BOOK OF JOEL
Joel prophesied in order to show the nation their need for humility and repentance and to warn of
coming judgment on "the Day of the Lord." At the same time he seeks to keep the Jews faithful to
God by reminding them of God's coming salvation and His promised destruction of His enemies.
The immediate occasion for Joel's writing of his book was an invasion of locusts that utterly
destroyed the land. Joel sees in the locust invasion a picture of God's judgment on "the day of the
Lord," the day of His dreadful judgment. He warns that repentance must come before the "day of
the Lord;" then God will show compassion. Joel writes: "let all who live in the land tremble, for
the day of the Lord is coming. It is close at hand - a day of darkness and gloom ... The day of
the Lord is great; it is dreadful. Who can endure i t? ... Return to the Lord your God, for he is
gracious and compassionate, slow to anger and aboun ding in love, and he relents from
sending calamity " (from chap. 2). Joel's prophecy contains a special prophecy of the Messianic
age. Read [Joel 2:28-32]. Then see [Acts 2:14-21]. What day in the Messianic Kingdom was Joel
prophesying according to Peter? We should remember that since this prophecy of Joel has already
been fulfilled on Pentecost, we are now in the "last times," always moving closer to that "day of the
Lord" when all will be judged. We are to be serious now about living in the Spirit who was poured
out on Pentecost so that we may face the coming "day of the Lord" in confidence through Christ.
