The Old Testament Lesson: Exodus 19:2-8a (NIV):  The

The Epistle Lesson: Romans 5:6-11 (NIV) The inspired
apostle reveals that while we were still “God’s enemies,” Christ died
for us and reconciled us to God. If God’s love paid such a high
price to declare us holy, is it any trouble for him to save us from the
coming wrath and bring us to the joy of eternal life? Not at all!
